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  RABBIôS MESSAGE 
 
For Everything There Is A Seasoné 
 
The summer season has come to an end; the start of autumn has begun.  The 

change is palpable in the cooling temperatures: the return of morning fog, the 

way the birds adjust their routines to the lessening light of day, even the 

words of our prayer book reflect a change.  ñFor everything,ò Kohelet wrote, 

ñthere is a season and a time for every purpose under heaven.ò 
 

As for the seasons, I love the fall; it is one of my all time favorites.  Not too hot, not too cold, 

the air is fresh and crisp.  All around abound the wondrous signs that nature is preparing itself 

to retire another momentous chapter in preparation and expectation of what will come next.  

Fall, in an invigorating way, affirms the miracle of creationôs majesty and the indescribable 

complexity and wisdom of Godôs design. 
 
Like Shabbat and like the Holy Days weôve only just concluded, the changing of the seasons 

beckons us to pause long enough to consider our place in that design.  We easily affirm that 

there is a time for being born and a time for when we die, a time when we seek what is lost and 

a time when we lose what is found.   But Kohelet instructs us to delve deeper beyond the eve-

ryday acknowledgement that all things change, the simple observation that our days are alter-

natively marked by the joys and difficulties of life to consider the ñpurposeò in this design.  He 

prods us to make of these moments- the special and the ordinary- moments of active engage-

ment for the good. 
 
The ñtimesò Kohelet enumerates fill the days of our lives.   Change comes to us all.  The inevi-

table march of time and consequence assures this fact.  What Kohelet would ask is whether we 

will passively wait for change to slowly evolve, or whether we will invest our opportunity with 

purpose- will we leap to the moment and say, ñThis is the time; this is the day!ò  The observa-

tion that there is nothing new under the sun is only true as long as we let it be.  In our personal 

lives, our communal life, in our national responsibilities and our hopes and our dreams, change 

depends upon us.  Godôs design gives us the moments to remember our potential.  Come; let us 

sing a new song!

PRESIDENTôS MESSAGE 
 
Dear Friends, 
 
As I mentioned at Rosh Hashana, your Board of Trustees has set goals for the coming year 
in the areas of Worship, Member Satisfaction, Finances, Education, and Communication. 
We spent hours together coming up with a plan of action to fulfill those goals. Through it 
all is the promise of forthrightness and transparency to the Congregation. Although our 
goals are quite broad, the action plan that goes with them is  focused. Space constraints in 
this newsletter preclude the listing of the action plan, but you can find it on our website, 
www.adatshalom.com. 
 

In ñWorshipò, our goal is to provide, on an ongoing basis, worship services that engage our congregants and 
fulfill their emotional, spiritual and intellectual needs and to find ways to strengthen individualsô connections 
with the Clergy. In ñMember Satisfactionò, we have a goal of increasing the membership 2-4%, increase mem-
ber satisfaction and increase service participation. Our ñFinancialò goal is to improve the current and long-term 
financial health of the Temple. In ñEducationò, we plan to maintain and support existing successful programs 
and take steps toward a return to a full-staffed educational system headed by a full-time Director. We have two 
separate goals for ñCommunicationò, Internal and External. Externally, we plan to maintain a cost-effective 
marketing and communication program and Internally, the goal is to continue to employ current communication 
processes and find new ways to keep our congregants informed and involved. 
 
Unfortunately, it has come to the attention of the Finance Committee and the Board of Trustees that we are sig-
nificantly behind our income projections for the current year, mostly due to a smaller number of member fami-
lies than we budgeted, and consequently, school income has not met its projection either. We believe that this 
has very much to do with the current economic crisis in the area and the number of our families that have either 
lost jobs or income to a point that they cannot afford to support the Temple financially. 
 
Temple Adat Shalom is certainly not alone in this - every congregation in the county is facing the same chal-
lenges that we are, but we still need to come up with a working solution. Your Board of Trustees and your 
Clergy and Professional Staff have every certainty that we WILL weather this economic storm, but there are 
definitely steps that need to be taken for this to occur. In keeping with two of the goals, Communication and 
Financial, I want to encourage you to come to a special Congregational Information meeting on Wednesday, 
December 2nd at 7pm. PLEASE COME AND TAKE PART IN THE LONG-TERM SOLUTIONS TO THE 
FINANCIAL CHALLENGES OF OUR SPIRITUAL HOME. 
 
On a much brighter note, please look through this ñShofarò to see all the amazing programs available over the 
next couple of months. To highlight, we start off with wonderful Adult Ed offerings of lectures and movies and 
then move to our monthly Menôs Club Brunch and Sisterhoodôs Woman of the Year Luncheon, honoring the 
well-deserving, Gerry Voit. Our 2nd Temple-wide barbeque and committee showcase (different committees 
from the October barbeque) will be on November 15th.   December offerings are just as broad.  As promised, 
the Congregational Information Meeting on the 2nd of December, continued Adult Ed programs, Menôs Club 
Brunch, Sisterhoodôs Chanukah Party, Outreach Chanukah and our December 25th Family Day.  
 
On December 6th we have a real treat - Rick Recht, a contemporary Jewish singing star is coming to Temple 
Adat Shalom! Rickôs music is exciting and young and brings new life to many of our traditional prayers. The Jr. 
and Youth Choirs will also participate in this community-wide concert and we hope to see everyone there! 
Look for more details throughout this ñShofarò and around the Temple!  One final note, thank you so much for 
donating to our holiday food drive.  We collected about 3,600 pounds of food this year.
